There are also an Executive Lounge with glass conservatory roof and Boardroom offering video-conferencing facilities.

All the communications of high speed internet access and telephone handsets added to the great in-room gadgetry. There's an entrance phone on Buckingham Palace Road and guests are immediately checked-in to the hotel and are taken to their room or suite by the Guest Service Manager.
