These efforts include Tauck’s on-tour
national park guest volunteer program that won a
“Preserve America” presidential award, and Hammer Corps,
our program in which Tauck employees helped restore
and preserve iconic treasures such as Mormon Row in
Grand Teton National Park. Additionally, hundreds of Tauck
employees have participated in annual volunteer days in

places like Valley Forge and Ellis Island.

Our itineraries are woven into the very fabric of places
where we travel. We partner with many family-owned
businesses and businesses of all kinds, from very small to
large. We create jobs and improve the economic health
and vitality of destinations. Traveling with a light “footprint”
enabled by smaller groups and lower guest-to-guide

44 criteria — and their support for scientific research includes
welcoming more than 100 scientists aboard Le Commandant

Charcot last year with a focus on protecting marine ecosystems.

Galdpagos Conservancy

In partnership with the Galdpagos Conservancy, and as part of
our commitment to protecting and preserving our planet and
fragile ecosystems, Tauck is the first to underwrite a research

and rewilding expedition in the Galapagos Islands, to help restore
the populations of native tortoises. Driven to extinction on some
islands, and on the brink of extinction on others, today only 10% of
the original population remains. Critical to the fragile ecosystems
in the Galapagos, Tauck is committed to helping restore the

populations of these once thriving animals.

San Blas Islands beach cleanup

Led by our Tauck Directors, Tauck guests make a difference in
Panama when they have an opportunity to participate in a beach
clean-up on the San Blas Islands. A significant amount of trash
washes up on the islands daily — in particular plastics, which have
a negative effect on the islands. With the assistance of our Ponant

crew, the trash is transported for safe disposal.

Hunted almost to extinction,
the Giant Galapagos
Tortoise is one of the

This information, in addition to
other documents we will provide when you book with
us, including our Travel Terms and Conditions and
Journey Confirmation, form the basis of our agree-
ment with you. These documents include important
legal obligations and should be read with care.

Inclusive Prices

2025 prices are per person in US dollars. Prices
include: all accommodations (see below); airport
transfers and land transportation as detailed in
