Barilla Bay Seafoods

An informative overview of Barillay Bay oyster farming, processing, grading and
packaging.

Bonorong Wildlife Sanctuary

Bonorong Wildlife Sanctuary is located 25 minutes north of Hobart. They operate the
only wildlife hospital in Tasmania and take in animals with injuries and confiscated
animals as well as some that are left to them in a will.

If time permits, we will explore the city, including the historic Battery Point,
Salamanca Place, and drive pass Parliament House, Princess Park and the Town Hall.

Hobart — Mt Field & Cambridge

As we leave Hobart and follow the Derwent River into Tasmania’s beautiful Derwent
Valley, keep a look out for native birds along the shores of the river.

When the tour bus arrives at Mt Field National Park, start with an easy guided
walking tour through a canopy of temperate rainforest, among the fern glades to view
crystal clear waters and the spectacle of Russell Falls. Soak up the serenity and
atmosphere as we stroll alongside forest streams.

Curringa Farm Hamilton

Enjoy a taste of life on a real working sheep farm. The farm is 750 acres in size and
runs up to 3000 sheep for meat and wool. It grows crops of seeds and pharmaceutical
medicine. 12 % of the farm is under conservation with lovely forest areas, home to
native birds, plants and animals.

On our way back to Hobart we will stop at Frogmore Creek Wine for wine tasting,
followed by Richmond.

The intact colonial-era town has more than 50 Georgian buildings, many meticulously
restored and operating as cafes, restaurants, galleries and accommodation.

Follow your local guide for a leisure stroll to Hobart Wharf (*Walk)

Hobart Wharf

Meet on Hobart’s iconic Elizabeth Street pier, just a stone’s throw from the Hobart
CBD, and jump on board our catamaran, Cuttlefish. We’ll pour you your first drink as
we get to know each other before moving onto shucking some local oysters (and try
shucking an oyster for yourself!).

Return to Hobart

Then we cruise back to the port of Hobart, with Tasmanian Rock Lobster as our last
stop on the seafood menu. Take in the views with a final drink to bookend our half
day experience and refresh your palate with a slice of on-board baked Huon Valley
apple cake. It’s been a pleasure to share the day exploring the water with you.

Hobart — Launceston via Freycinet

We depart Hobart heading east then following the coastline north. We travel through
the seaside towns of Orford and Swansea as we make our way to Freycinet National
Park.

Freycinet is one of Tasmania’s first National Parks, famous for its rich and stunning
coastal landscapes. Pink Granite Mountains form the backdrop for secluded bays,
pristine waters, white sandy beaches, local wildlife and amazing walking trails.
Wineglass Bay is considered one of the top ten beaches in the world. The dazzling
white sandy beach frames the sparkling ocean with a backdrop of pink and grey
granite peaks. Wineglass Bay is great for fishing, sailing, sea-kayaking or relaxing on
the beach and enjoying the spectacular scenery.

We walk to the Wineglass Bay Lookout, this is a moderate uphill walk of around 45
minutes. Once at the top you are rewarded with that world — famous view of
Wineglass Bay and the stunning Freycinet National Park. The walk to Wineglass Bay
Lookout is one of the Great Short Walks of Tasmania and requires good mobility and
adequate fitness.

Itis 1.3 km uphill, before returning downhill.

Enjoy a 2 course lunch at Richardon’s Bistro, inside Freycinet Lodge.

This afternoon, continue heading up to Lauceston and arrives late in the afternoon.

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Launceston — Cradle Mountains
Leaving Launceston and heading west toward Cradle Mountain we will arrive for a
short 15min driving tour of Sheffield, the town of Murals, Leaving Sheffield we
commence our climb up and along the Western Tiers to reach the top of the plateau
on our route to Cradle Mountain. On a nice clear day Cradle mountain itself will
become visible at certain points of the drive, so keep your eyes peeled out the
windows so you don’t miss out on these stunning views.
A short 15 mins drive into the Cradle Mountain National Park we arrive at Dove Lake
where we will embark on a walk (weather and passenger suitability permitting) of the
Lake at the foothill of Cradle Mountain. The track weaves it way through rainforest

5 and past quartzite beaches. Along the way we will visit Glacier rock to see remnants Vv
of the last ice age. The walk is around 1 hour in duration.
Lunch at Cradle Mountain Hotel.
On the way back to Launceston, you will visit to Ashgrove cheese farm, where you
can tatste the amazing styles of cheese on offer plus an abundance of other locally
produced Tasmanian product.
Lastly, stop at 41 degree South Tasmania Farm for a self-guided tour.
Arrive Launceston this afternoon.
Dinner at leisure.

Launceston — Tamar Valley
First stop, you will visit Cataract Gorge, located just 15 minutes walk from
Launceston city tour. Here you will find walking and hiking trails, the world's longest
single span chairlift, beautiful gardens, suspension bridges.
Josef Chromy Tasmania
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Enjoy a guided wine tasting with the Cellar Door team before retiring to the hatted
Josef Chromy Restaurant for a 2 course lunch with paired wines.
Chinese Dinner 6 Dish + 1 soup at a local restaurant.
Tour concludes at hotel after dinner.
